30 And great multitudes came unto
him, having with them those that were
lame, blind, dumb, maimed, and many
others, and cast them down at Jesus’
feet; and he healed them:

People wanted healing not teaching.

Threw suffering people at Jesus’ feet
Has to do with dominion

Maimed - Those to whom a hand or foot
was wanting. See Matthew 18:8. To cure
them - that is, to restore a hand or foot -
was a direct act of creative power. It is no
wonder, therefore, that the people
wondered.

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32 Then Jesus called his disciples unto
him, and said, | have compassion on
the multitude, because they continue
with me now three days, and have
nothing to eat:

and I will not send them away fasting,
lest they faint in the way.

There again, we have that word related to
Jesus Christ: compassion on the
multitudes. Always, it seemed, when He
saw the multitude of people, His heart
was moved with compassion. Now, here
He is compassionate because of their
physical needs. It is interesting how
considerate Jesus always is. Sometimes
we become very insensitive to the needs
of others, but never Jesus. He was always
sensitive to the needs of the people. And
He said,

| have compassion on the multitude,
because they have now been with me
three days, and [they] have nothing to eat:
and if | send them away fasting to their
own houses, they will faint by the way: for
divers [many] of them came from far [long
distances] ( Mark 8:2-3 ).

Called: invited, summoned

Compassion: yearn deep in the bowels
Feel great sympathy for
Be deeply moved
Bowels were thought to be the seat of
love and pity

Fasting: having not eaten; abstaining
from food

the messiah — the prophet who would

Baskets (omevp’dag); panniers. Large wicker
receptacles, which were sometimes of such
size as to hold a man. It was in such a basket
that St. Paul was let down from the walls of
Damascus (Acts 9:25). The number of the
basketfuls corresponded to the original
number of loaves; the increase of substance
must therefore have been enormous

no one was overlooked and neglected, and
everyone had as much as he could eat:

Seven baskets (Gk. spurides) full] In the
other miracle there were 'twelve baskets
(Gk. kophinoi) full.' The difference in the
baskets is perhaps to be accounted for by the
different nationality of the multitudes

Importance of ‘bread’

* source of daily nourishment

* source of spiritual nourishment

* part of the Eucharist celebration

* daily bread: what one needs in order
to live

* “One cannot live by bread alone,” man
has spiritual as well as physical needs

®* most basic of needs is to have bread

* food in general

* the Word of God: the truth

* Jesus says, “l am the bread of life.”

Ichthys or fish symbol was used by
early Christians to identify
themselves as followers of Jesus
Christ and to express their affinity to
Christianity. Ichthys is the Ancient
Greek word for "fish.

two intersecting arcs tracing the
outline of a fish (most commonly
with the fish "swimming" to the left).

used by early persecuted Christians
as a secret symbol of identification

acronym "Jesus Christ, God's Son,
Savior
